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The research topic is Attachment and Mutual Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters ag
ainst Cross—Border Transfers of Criminal Proceeds: A Comparative Kesearch on the Japanes
e Laws and Taiwanese Laws Influenced by International Commitments

During the session, from April 1%%, 2009 to March 315, 2010, I have gone to Japan twice
for collecting all necessary information. Besides, I attended the regular seminar held b
y Waseda Institute of the Policy of Social Safety and the third Chinese—Japanese Seminar

in Criminology in the name of a visiting scholar from Waseda University and had a deep
discussion with Japanese and some other foreign scholars and experts there.

Throughout the discussion related to my topic, the main results of my research are as fo
1lowed:

Research Topic
In terms of Criminal Law, Criminal Procedure, the theory of Mutual Legal Assistance
in Criminal Matters, and the rule related to United Nations Convention, the improvement
of the attachment against cross—border transfers of criminal proceeds in Taiwan and Jap
an will be discussed. In addition, the analysis on the law of attachment under globaliza
tion and the improvement for the rule related to Hearsay Exceptions will be my research
point. As for International Treaty on Mutual Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters, to fa
cilitate Taiwan—Japan information exchange and the cooperation of criminal expatriation,
we are looking forward to achieving the goal of signing the Agreement of Mutual Legal A
ssistance in Criminal Matters with advancing credibility and practicability.

Research Performance and Proposal
Early in the legislation of the rules related to Hearsay Exceptions, we have consul

ted many examples of Article 321 in Japanese Criminal Procedure. Also, from the very beg
inning, the attachment and disposition prohibition against Money Laundering were both in
fluenced by International Commitment and the punishment in organized crime. As a result

these explanations and examples in Japanese laws provide us with the consultation for p
ractical adjudication and law amendment. With the aim to strengthen Mutual Legal Assista
nce in Criminal Matters, Taiwan and Japan have separately made some agreements with Amer
ica and China. Thus, to reach a similar agreement in accordance with the treaty between
Japan and Hong Kong, Taiwan and Japan not only need to protect the benefit of two countr
ies and the victims but to prevent International Crime and Criminal proceeds so as to fu
1fill the social responsibility.

My research topic about the attachment has been published in 7aipe:r University Law
Review, No. 73; as for Mutual Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters, it will be presented
on the seminar co—sponsored by Taiwan Criminal Law Society and Ministry of Justice Inve
stigation Bureau and the content will also be in my forthcoming book.
